(    The student must tell the college counselor you are a Tech Prep student and present your Tech Prep credit card, high school transcript, and claim credit form to Vernon College.

(
The student must successfully earn six (6) hours of non-developmental college credit in any subject area with a grade of C or above.  The student may satisfy this requirement after high school graduation, or may satisfy this requirement before graduation by dual credit, or by qualifying AP or CLEP examination scores.

(    The articulated course appears in the college catalog or bulletin and may be included in the technical certificate or degree plan declared by student.

      a copy of your high school transcript.

The student must enroll in Vernon College within 28 months of high school graduation.
