	Activity Description

	Give the students information and have them calculate the amount of waste materials each truck is dumping into the landfill and how much they will be charged for their load.  Trucks weigh prior to dumping and then after dumping-after dump weight is given in pounds and then converted to tons.  Price for dumping is per ton.  

Example- A residential customer arrives at the landfill.  His truck weighs 17,125 pounds prior to dumping his trash.  After dumping at the landfill his truck is weighed again-this time it weighs 15,780 pounds.  He is charged $28 per ton to dump.  How much will he pay?
