	Lesson Title

	Communication & Technology Applications to Promote Young Adult Reading in the High School: A Five Day Project, Day 1 "Developing an Online Survey"

	Course/Grade Level

	English AP 12th grade

	TEKS

	Technology applications: Select representative products to be collected and stored in an electronic  evaluation tool.

	Link to Job/Career

	Information technology and  computer literacy/ applications are a requirement in most workplaces. The projects/lessons require the use of emerging technologies.

	Objective

	Students will develop a survey tool using an internet website <www.surveymonkey.com> to evaluate reading habits of high school students and provide feedback to promote recreational reading.

	Activity/Project Description

	English AP class will visit the library where librarian will provide students with sample reading inventory surveys that includes student's favorite genre, author, series, and titles. 

Librarian will demonstrate the website http://www.surveymonkey.com. The class will be divided into four groups; with each group being assigned a different grade level from high school to develop and evaluate the survey results. Students will need to complete the free registration of the website and use the reading interest inventory questions to generate the survey. The AP English students will evaluate the information and make recommendations to the librarian for future purchases and books/authors that are high-interest that can be shared with students via booktalks, display or library webpage. The results can also be linked to the school webpage to further promote young adult reading.

	Notes to Teacher

	AP English teacher will need to meet with other English teachers to encourage all high school students to complete the online survey that is linked to the school webpage. The teacher will also need to meet with the technology teacher to provide a link for student access to the young adult reading survey for their respective grade. 

	Materials Needed

	Computer internet access, pencil, paper

	Checking for Understanding

	Assist small groups as they develop questions for survey and follow students' progress as they enter data in the website. If students are struggling with the format they can be directed to the "help center" from the menu  for success in using the website.

	Assessment

	Students will print out the completed surveys and generate a report using a software program to communicate results. 

	Technology Utilization

	Students will use technology to solve problem using research skills and electronic communcation to create new knowledge as well as using a communciation tool to participate in group project. Students use technology applications to facilitate evaluation of communication both in services and product. (TEKS)

	Learning Styles

	Auditory- Lecture/Demonstration by librarian of website; Visual- Computer monitor; tactile- keyboard and mouse

	Special Note: The lesson plans (the five day plan) could be a programming/collaborative effort with the English teachers and the librarian to feature in October to promote "Teen Read Week," a national program of the American Library Association.

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	Lesson Title

	Communication & Technology Applications to Promote Young Adult Reading in the High School: A Five Day Project, Day 2 "TAYAS website and the Library Automated Catalog"

	Course/Grade Level

	English AP 12th grade

	TEKS

	Technology Applications: Information acquistion with student demonstrating knowledge and appropriate use of hardware components, software programs and their connection including Uniform Resource Locators (URLs) 

	Link to Job/Career

	Information technology and  computer literacy/ applications are a requirement in most workplaces. The projects/lessons require the use of emerging technologies.

	Objective

	Students will use the internet to locate recommended reading from the Texas Library Association link (www.txla.org) to the TAYAS reading list for 2005-06; a list of  recently published titles that have been selected as high interest for young adult readers features different genres. Students will use the automated library card catalog and search for book titles from the list. 

	Activity/Project Description

	English AP class will visit the library :

Students will locate the Texas Library Association website <www.txla.org> and use the pop-up menu to select <reading lists> and then < TAYAS> <2005-06 list>.  The website features annotated summaries with color backjacket photographs of each book on the list. Students can print the list and select several they would like to read.

The librarian will demonstrate search techniques of the card catalog using title, author and keyword searching. Students will take their list of TAYAS books and search the card catalog to see if the selected titles are in the library collection. Students will be required to check out at least one book. 
Special Note:  Students will use the TAYAS book to do a book review for Lessons 3 & 5. 


	Notes to Teacher

	Schedule library time with librarian and meet several weeks in advance to ensure most of the TAYAS books are in the collection and purchase needed titles. 

	Materials Needed

	Computer internet access, pencil, paper, TAYAS books,  access to automated library card catalog

	Checking for Understanding

	Librarian/teacher will walk around to check if students have printed the TAYAS list of books and offer assistance for those who haven't. Librarian will assist students searching the card catalog and locating books on the shelf. 

	Assessment

	Students will print out the bibliography listing the books found in the library which is a result of their search techniques on the card catalog.

	Technology Utilization


Efficient acquistion of information and plan for using search strategies. The student will apply appropriate 

search strategies in the acquisition of information including keyword and Boolean search strategies.

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	Lesson Title

	Communication & Technology Applications to Promote Young Adult Reading in the High School: A Five Day Project, Day 3 "Write Book Review and Submit Online"

	Course/Grade Level

	English AP 12th grade

	TEKS

	Technology applications: Students will communicate information in a variety of formats and to diverse audiences with a variety of technologies; develop computer literacy.

	Link to Job/Career

	Information technology and  computer literacy/ applications are a requirement in most workplaces. The projects/lessons require the use of emerging technologies.

	Objective

	Students will write a book review and submit online using a blog on the internet.

	Activity/Project Description

	Students will be given a "book review form" requiring students to summarize the book and list the strengths and weaknesses of the book. The blog entry will be a shortened version of the paper review form. They are to review the book from the TAYAS  lesson on Day 2 in the lesson activities.

Students will be directed to access the internet website <www.blog.com> and to get a free sign-in/register. To familiarizethe students with the site they will need to visit the tutorials to understand how a blog works. They will visit the <create post tutorial> and then < lists tutorial> to successful use the blog as a communication tool. They will be directed to <boolmarklet> where they will <add book comment>.

	Notes to Teacher

	Schedule library classes to allow students time to evaluate TAYAS book and discuss book reviews with other students/teacher/librarian. 

	Materials Needed

	Computer internet access, pencil, book review form, TAYAS book checked out from library

	Checking for Understanding

	Teacher/Librarian will make a checklist of students visiting the tutorials and check the print book reviews by students.

	Assessment

	Teacher/ Librarian will "okay" book review blog entry before student "sends" to www.blog.com. Teacher/Librarian can access the website to search the student entries/book comments.

	Course/Grade Level

	English AP 12th grade

	Technology applications: Foundation; students demonstrate knowledge and appropriate use of hardware components, software programs and their connections, computer literacy.

	Link to Job/Career

	Information technology and  computer literacy/ applications are a requirement in most workplaces. The projects/lessons require the use of emerging technologies.

	Objective

	Students will access graphic novel websites to learn about this new genre in young adult literature and promote recreational reading. Students will then search the automated library card catalog doing advanced searching for graphic novels and develop a recommended list of graphic novels link on the school library website.

	Activity/Project Description

	Librarian will booktalk graphic novels by sharing several from the library collection. Students will visit the following websites <http:www.nancykeene.com> with a list of other websites; words and pictures virtual museum <www.words and pictures.org>; and <www.graphicnovelsbroadart.com>.

Librarian will demonstrate advanced searching on the automated card catalog by "series" and or "material types." Students will search for graphic novels in the card catalog and find the titles in the collection to check out and read. Students will generate a short book review that will be submitted to the librarian as a Microsoft Word document and added as a link <Graphic Novels> on the library webpage.

	Notes to Teacher

	Teacher will need to schedule class in the library and provide print form of book review for students to follow. 

	Materials Needed

	Computer internet access, pencil, book review form, graphic novels.

	Checking for Understanding

	Librarian/teacher will browse the room as students access/read websites. Librarian will ask students to print out a bibliograpy listing the graphic novels to see if students are successful in searching. 

	Assessment

	Students will print copy of the Word document with the book review and save the copy to a folder on the desktop for librarian to access.

	Technology Utilization

	 Students create/use computer-based production tools; open applications, programs. Students will create, modify, print, and save files in various formats. Students will use a variety of strategies to acquire information in electronic resources. (TEKS)

	Course/Grade Level

	English AP 12th grade

	Link to Job/Career

	Information technology and  computer literacy/ applications are a requirement in most workplaces. The projects/lessons require the use of emerging technologies.

	Objective

	Students will create a graphic novel and promote  recreational reading with the novels developed into a collection in the library.

	Activity/Project Description

	(Extension of Lesson 4, Graphic Novels). Students will read online graphic novels available from links from these websites:<www.wordsandpictures.org> and <www.nancykeane.com> and read graphic novel checked out from Lesson 4. 

Librarian will share website from recognized graphic novelist Brian Denham, author of Marvel and DC comics (special note: author lived in Wichita Falls as child) <www.briandenham.blogspot.com>. 

Technology teacher will demonstrate how to use the program to make graphics and text on a computer. 

Students will plan a graphic novel using a storyboard (print copy). Students will be given directions to develop a superhero and use text and graphics to tell the story. Students will access the Brian Denham website to receive a tutorial in using "Adobe Illustrator" in writing a graphic novel.  After storyboard is approved by teacher; student will use the program "Adobe Illustrator  " to generate the story. 

Finished copy will be available in the school library collection for student checkouts.

	Notes to Teacher

	Teacher needs to plan with technology teacher to be sure all the software is on the computers and is available to teach students to use the program. Schedule computer lab with the technology teacher or librarian. Librarian will have book available for checkout, DC Guide for Writing Comics by Dennis O'Neil..



	Materials Needed

	Computer internet access, graphics software program "Adobe Illustrator," pencil, print copy of storyboard for student draft/plan

	Checking for Understanding

	Technology teacher will assist students as they use the graphics program;teacher will "okay" storyboard print copy to use Adobe Illustrator. Technology teacher will assist students in using the graphics tools.

	Assessment

	Students will print out the final copy of graphic novels (making one for the library collection.) 

	Technology Utilization

	The student will use font attributes, color, white space and graphics to ensure that products are appropriate for the defined audience and the communication media including multimedia screen displays, internetdocuments and printed materials. The student will publish information in a variety of media formats. (TEKS)

	Learning Styles
