	Objective

	Students will understand how to ascertain a writer’s point of view and political values through critically reading of various editorials.

	Activity/Project Description

	The teacher will discuss how to determine a writer’s point of view and political values by sharing various op-ed articles.  Students will be given simple articles which clearly state the author’s opinion at first, then gradually the articles discussed will become more complex in that the author’s intent will not be so clearly defined.  After students have developed the ability to understand point of view they will be given a topic such as the war in Iraq, and be asked to write an article as a reporter covering the topic.  Their opinion is irrelevant with the focus being on development of higher level writing skills in which they can ultimately attempt to persuade the reader that their opinion on the subject is correct without exposing their bias. 

	Notes to Teacher

	Teachers will have to first collect numerous op-ed articles from newspapers and newsmagazines showing the various levels of sophistication of their authors’.
